Do you know how to log into the College networks?
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This course will form part of your timetable throughout the year and should be
treated like all your other school subjects. You should attend on the days and
times stated in your offer letter.

You will be expected to attend College throughout the full year, including during
Prelim study leave, but not including school holidays.

It is important that you attend regularly. You will be continuously assessed
throughout the year within the classroom, and missing classes might mean
missing assessments. Your attendance will be monitored and any absences
will be reported to the school.

When do courses start?
Before summer:
Courses start week beginning Monday 3 June and will end Friday 21 June 2024.

After summer:
Courses recommence from Monday 26 August 2024.

When do courses end?
Foundation Apprenticeships: If you are studying a Foundation Apprenticeship, you
will continue classes until the end of June 2025, including during study leave.

HNCs:
If you are undertaking an HNC, your course will run until the end of June 2025.

All other courses:
Your course will continue until the start of your SQA Exams in April 2025.

How do | get to College?
Where travel arrangements are required to attend College, you will be provided
with more information by your Guidance teacher.

You have enrolled into your course, what next?
You will be provided with an eight-digit student number (this is on your offer letter) and a default
password for logging onto our network.

When first logging into any College system, you must enter your Student Number followed by
@nescol.ac.uk as your username and your DEFAULT password, which will be in this format:

1. Uppercase first character of your forename.
2. Lowercase first character of your surname.
3. Date of birth DD/MM/YY.

E.g. John Smith, with a date of birth , will have a password of:

Once you’ve logged in, you will be automatically prompted to create your own password and set
up two-factor authentication.

Accessing College Systems

Once you've logged in and set up your password, you will be able to access our virtual learning
environment, . This is where you will access your course materials, find useful
information and get NESCol updates online. It is also where your lecturers will share assessments
and feedback, and make resources available to you for coursework.

You will also be able to use your college log in for Microsoft Office 365, and access your
College emails - it is important that you check these regularly as this is how your lecturer will
communicate with you.

Devices
You may be required to bring a laptop or device to classes to support your learning.
Information about this should have been included in your offer letter, and you will receive
more information about this at your induction in June.

Protective clothing and uniforms
* You are not required to wear school uniform when attending College.
- Some courses require you to wear Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).

You will not be allowed into Salons or Workshops without the required PPE

If you are entitled to Free School Meals your vouchers
should be available for you to collect from the School Office
prior to attending College.
